Abstract

Nowadays, the role of the library is continually redetermined, because of the
changes that have to do with its purposes, function and services. Thus, the academic
libraries are called to face the challenge of re-examining, reforming and re-
developing one of the most crucial points in the academic life: reading policy. The
library had always been, especially since the turning point in the 19" century, one of
the important institutions in the urban life, main role of which was the enlargement of
the reading audience, and then, the cultivation and promotion of reading taste and of
the spiritual, educational and cultural needs of the readers. Therefore, the crucial
point, in a changing era like ours, is what policies the academic libraries are
developing for reading promotion and reader development.

New data (such as new ways of access to the material, new products, services
and equipment, new ways of publication, relationship between the traditional and
electronic material), which create the behaviour of the users and reform the function
and the services of the library, have undoubtedly changed reading habits and ethics.
The problem is in which way the older methods are been used for reading promotion
and in which manner they are combined with the technological possibilities.
Furthermore, what is to be estimated is the reading behaviour of the students, which
has been recently formed from the new data.

Undoubtedly, the creation of new readers, especially in a changing era like
ours, that too much is said and written for the “death’’ of reading or of the reader
(fortunately without fulfillment) could illuminate the various, and often complicated,
aspects of the matter and lead in new proposals. The academic library - through and
beyond information, study and research - must focus on the promotion of reading for
pleasure, on the encouragement of a critical way of thought and on the spititual
widening. As for the Greek academic libraries, a study of their reading politics (how,
why and by whom) is necessary.
